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Announcing a new study to test a device designed to help people with brain injuries find different places in the community.
Some researchers at the University of Washington are conducting a study to help them understand how easy or hard it is for you to use a special handheld computer to find different places on the university campus. The study would involve meeting with them and trying out this new handheld computer

If you want to work with us, we will ask you to come to the University of Washington campus. You will be reimbursed for your transportation costs including mileage, parking, and/or bus fare. In addition, we will pay you a stipend of $25 to thank you for your participation.
We will take you to different places on campus and we will ask you to find your way to another place on campus. We will ask you to use only the directions given to you by the handheld computer that we give you to use during the test. The handheld computer finds your location and sends your location to a researcher in the Paul Allen Building. The researcher will then send directions back to you.
The device will give both written and audio (speech) directions to you.  We will ask you which you prefer. We may also have some directions in pictures. You will be accompanied by a partner who will guide you to the start of the test and will ensure that you are safe (for example, when crossing streets). We ask that you work with us for at least 1 session. Each session could involve you going to 2 or 3 different places on campus and may take up to 2 hours.
